There was also a
collection for the Dalit women in India to support the work Operation
Mobilisation are doing there and an amazing £17000 was raised.

All through the conference there was a competition for the most splendid
shoes and out of 1200 women from all over Scotland our church managed to
have two ladies, Jen Robertson and Fiona Wakeling in the final but
unfortunately neither won.

However | think we were all winners that weekend, | can honestly say that after
my time at the conference | felt totally uplifted and ready to face the world with
renewed faith. There was also a bonus of being with the other women in our
church sharing, eating and laughing. | felt we all got time to connect in a way
that sometimes is difficult on a Sunday when the kids/husbands/us are running
around.

[adapted from Tearfund Prayer Diary, Spring 2009]

How long are you prepared to wait for the toilet? 100 years? In
September 2008, world leaders met to confirm their ongoing
commitment to the Millennium Development Goals which aim to
transform the lives of billions of people by 2015, including targets
to halve the number of people who do not have access to clean
water and basic sanitation. The UK and Dutch governments have
committed to a worldwide plan to accelerate action on water and
sanitation, but unless more governments sign up to the Global
Action Plan to make a more determined effort to meet the
Millennium Development Goal targets on water and sanitation by
2015, the sanitation t ar gSaharanw
Africa until early in the 22" century!

Currently, some 5000 children die each day from illnesses related
to unclean water and poor sanitation that could easily be
prevented. Pray that governments across the world will make the
2015 target a priority.

Think about how fortunate we are to have clean water from the
tap, and also how safe it is to go to the loo without having to
worry about snakes and other predators, and i especially for
women T without fearing for our personal safety.

To all who have so
generously given, my sincere thanks. Rest assured that this money will be used wisely
and will be used only for the purposes for which it was intended.

Looking ahead to 20091 6 ve tried to forecast where
some further improvement in our income, with a modest rise in expenditure, meaning

CHURCH GOVERNANCE T CHANGE to

CONSTITUTION

At the Annual Stated Meeting on Monday 30 March 2009, the Congregation
voted to adopt the Unitary Constitution.

As most of you will know by now, this change to our structure means that the
Congregational Board will cease to exist and the Kirk Session will set up
different working groups with responsibility for the following areas of church life
in Newhaven:

Communications Education Fabric
Finance Worship Pastoral Care
Social Mission & Outreach

In addition, there will be an Administration Group (to make sure that the
groups report to the Session and to deal with other administrative matters) and
an Appointments and Welfare group (to ensure that the groups are properly
staffed and the leaders supported).

We want to take this opportunity to re-state the thinking behind the change and
to explain the actual differences that this change will make.

The thinking behind the change

The proposal for change was born out of a frustration with the rather unwieldy
structure that requires everything to be directly overseen by the Kirk Session or
the Congregational Board (or sometimes both!). In particular:

A the current structure requires a large number of people to spend a lot
of time at Session and Board meetings discussing matters which
simply do not justify that level of attention;

A there is a very wide variety of activities that go on in Newhaven
Church, very often with each activity being carried on in isolation and
reporting direct to the Session or the Board (as shown in the "spaghetti
diagram" in the presentations to the Congregation shown last
September and October);

A there is a growing appreciation that the distinction between "spiritual”
matters (being the domain of the Session) and "non-spiritual® matters
(being the domain of the Board) is an arbitrary distinction and not one
which has much of a Biblical justification; and

A the current structure can mislead us into thinking that the tasks that
Jesus has given us are only to be taken up by the Minister, or
members of the Session, or members of the Board, whereas we
believe that, as followers of Jesus Christ, every single one of us is
called to serve Him in every aspect of our daily lives.




It is our hope that the new structure will allow greater freedom for the gifts of
God's people in Newhaven to be celebrated and nurtured. The Church Without
Walls Report commissioned by the General Assembly put it this way, "Each
congregation is to be a living college, where people learn to exercise their
gifts in an environment of grace characterised by encouragement, humility
and cooperation."

We already see this to a great extent in Newhaven, where many of our activities are led
by people putting their gifts into service for God, generously and humbly. It is our belief
that the new governance structure will make it easier for people to do so, by taking
responsibility from the Session or the Board and giving it to smaller groups of people who
have gifts in common with each other in a particular area.

What will change?

From August, the working groups listed above will take over responsibility for their
particular area. There will be no Congregational Board and the role of the Kirk Session,
as a group, will change such that it oversees these various working groups, receiving
periodic reports from them about their activities. The terms of reference for each working
group (drafts of which have been made available and are on the Church's website
www.newhavenchurch.org.uk) will set out the authority that each group has, without
having to seek additional approval from the Session. From time to time, of course, more
significant matters will require to be approved by the Session.

We believe that this will have two main benefits:

1. the decision-making process for most matters will be shortened; and
2. those people who currently attend Board meetings will be freed up from the need
to do so.

For members of the Congregation who are currently involved in the various activities,
whether Elders or former members of the Board or neither, this will not necessarily mean
that they spend any less time on such activities than is currently the case.

The difference will be, however, that they will be part of a smaller group more able
to take decisions that are relevant to their activity, without the burden of having
everything approved by the Board or the Session. We believe that this will be
encouraging for people who wish to serve God in Newhaven Church, that those
with a dream to use their gifts will be able to spend more time and energy actually
doing so, and less time participating in unnecessary bureaucracy.

Next steps

The change in constitution still requires to be approved by Presbytery but as a
number of churches in Edinburgh have already gone down this road, approval
by Presbytery is not expected to be problematic and is expected to be received
in April or May. Once that has been received, the Session will seek to appoint
the members of the various working groups, so that these groups can be up
and running in time for the new Church session starting in September this
year. In some cases, the people on these groups are already involved,
working together in particular areas (for example, the Fabric and Finance
groups). In other cases, the groups are new and people will be asked to serve
in roles which do not currently exist.

As you might imagine, the staffing of these groups is a very important part of
this process (and one which will be a continual one) and we would ask you to
pray, along with the Session, that this will be done with wisdom, discernment
and sensitivity.

Filling up these working groups themselves is not the end of the story, of
course. The various activities of our Church will continue to need a large
number of us to get involved, actually serving in the various areas of God's
ministry here. For example, the volunteers that serve in the Café, the Little
Lights leaders, the people who welcome worshippers with a smile and an order
of service every Sunday morning, the singers and musicians who lead us in
worship, are just a few of the many things that many of us get involved in week
to week.

We believe that every single person in our fellowship has gifts that are to be
celebrated and nurtured and that have a place in God's plan for our world. We
also know, however, that these are not always identified or acknowledged. If
we are to fulfil God's plan for Newhaven, and indeed for ourselves as individual
children of God, then we need to ensure that we are each encouraged to
identify and use our gifts. Peter Bluett is planning a series of sermons to focus
our attention on this subject and we will follow this, in the early part of 2010,
with an event which will help all of us to explore our gifts and re-dedicate them
to God.

Finally
The Session is grateful to the Congregation for its patience in this process, and

would ask you all to continue to pray that our new structure will better help us
to serve Christ, each other and the community.

You have probably noticed that the news has become gloomier with every
passing day and the buzz words are "credit crunch" and "quantitative
easement”. You can be forgiven for feeling that it's all too technical to
understand and whilst | would not hold up bankers as being the most
honourable professionals it is not only their fault that the country and indeed
the world is in such a mess. We are all to blame to some extent: the
government for spending more over the past five years than it received in tax
revenue: the banks for lending too much, too easily - 125% mortgages and
lending at six times peoples' salaries: the lack of proper regulation on them:
and most of us for buying too much on credit

Unfortunately Christians pretty much spend, save and borrow just like the
average citizen. A materialistic world will never listen to a materialistic Church
and it is important that we are seen as different and that we have the answers,
all of which are found in Christ.

Some truths you may never have considered

None of this present credit crisis came as a surprise to God, remember He
knows the end from the beginning.

God is not broke and never will be.

There are more than 2,350 verses in the Bible on handling money and
possessions, yes 2,350! That points to the fact that our Heavenly Father knew
all the pitfalls and warned us and taught us before we even knew of them.

In the Bible there are over 250 names for God, but when it comes to handling
money and possessions His key title is Master.

It is essential that we as Christians begin to change our money habits: to
acknowledge God's ways, to acknowledge Him as our source, to acknowledge
that as He is our source that He also owns everything, and that friends means
that we are stewards.

Recognising that God owns everything is the key element in allowing Jesus to
become Lord of our money and possessions because it makes a complete
difference to the way we think and act. From this point, every spending
decision becomes a spiritual decision because we are no longer wondering
how we are going to spend our money, we are praying, "Lord, what do You
want me to do with Your money?"

Please take these prayer requests seriously - many Christians are facing difficult times
and it is not our place to judge, Jesus does not condemn, He saves and delivers.

MISSION FOCUS

Sao Paulo is one of the largest industrial cities of not only Brazil but also the
world; it follows just behind cities such as Tokyo. This occurred during the
Great depression (not this one!!l!) when European migrants emigrated there in
search of jobs. This |l ed to a big e
from 32,000 in 1880 to 8,500,000 in just a hundred years. This has been
beneficial but also detrimental as the city was not been able to deal with such a
huge influx of people, this has meant that many people were faced to find
housing where ever they could. This problem only got worse and led to the
formation of the slums (also known as the favellas), which many people call
their home! As the slums are so large it has been difficult to control, which has
meant that there, has been a high crime and murder rate in Sao Paulo where
for example 19 people were kidnapped in the first nine months of 2008.

The crime rate however has decreased by 67% since 2000 and has continued
to an acceptable level. However though housing those in the slums is still a
difficulty. This has led organisations such as Slum dwellers international (SDI)
to try and help in any way with the housing problem; it is an extremely difficult
task.

1 1 would ask us all to pray for the government who have to deal with
problems of overcrowding in the city. That God would give them
wisdom and discernment when fixing these problems.

1 Pray also for the police officers who work in Sao Paulo that they would
continue to do a good and fair job.

1 Pray for those who have to live in the slums, their quality of life is
extremely poor, | ask that you bring to God their health and wellbeing
and that God would have his hand over the people

1 And lastly | would like us to pray for those organisations who work
there. For the volunteers, that have given of their time, money and
talents to be there and to show these people Gods love. | ask you to
pray for their safety and wellbeing.

When worry comes knocking at your door, stop it on the doorstep,
otherwise it'll move in and take up residence.

Listen: "....throw the whole weight of your anxieties upon Him, for
you are His personal concern"” (1 Peter 5:7 Phillips)). How
wonderful; God cares (He really does) about the things that worry
you and prey on your thoughts. He cares about them more than
you do. Not a single nagging, aching, worrisome, gut-wrenching,
blood-pressure-raising thought escapes His notice. Because "you
are His personal concern,” you never escape from His screen.

What qualifies as a worry? Anything that drains your tank of
joy....anything you can't change....anything you're not responsible
for......anything you're unable to control......anything that frightens
or torments you......anything that keeps you awake when you
should be asleep.

All that stuff needs to be transformed from your worry list to your
prayer list! Listen: "Don't worry about anything; instead pray about
everything. Tell God what you need and thank Him for all He has
done. If you do this you will experience God's peace. (Philippians
4:6-7 NLT). Give each worry one by one to God! The more you
practise doing this, the more exciting your walk with Him will
become.

You'll be amazed at how easily He handles things that overwhelm

you. Always keep these three things in mind: (1) He's able to

handle it (2) He's willing to handle it (3) He's waiting for you to
give it to Him.
