The governance proposal has naturally been top of the agenda
at both meetings, and you wil
that good progress has been made.

In September we were waiting for news of our application to the
International Christian College in Glasgow for a trainee youth
worker. We now know that the College viewed us as a suitable
church for a youth worker placement, and a young man came to
meet some members of the Youth Committee. Though he made a
good impression, it became clear to the Youth Committee
members during the discussion, that we are not yet able to
provide the 20 hours per week of supervised work for a youth
worker trainee, required by the ICC. The Session decided that it
would be best to do more preparatory work, and reapply next
year. Our decision did not adversely affect the candidate as he
had other churches to visit. The Trust, which has promised us
funding for a youth worker, has been told of our decision. They
understand our position, and
application to ICC.

It does not appear we will be hosting the Bethany Night Shelter
this winter, as Bethany had already made arrangements with host
churches for the days we were able to offer. However, we will be
providing catering teams for 20 and 27 December, and we
should be allocated a place on the host rota next year.

CHURCH GOVERNANCE - Proposals

As many readers will be aware, proposals are being discussed
that will result in a change from the governance structure we have
at the moment, being a Kirk Session and Congregational
Board, to having a Kirk Session with various working groups

appointed by the Session, each with its own purpose and remit.
These proposals were presented to the Congregation on Sunday
21 September, and again on Monday 6 October, and have
received broad support.

A small group comprising the Minister, Session Clerk, Clerk to the
Congregational Board and two others, has been set up to finalise
the detail of the proposed working groups.

The working groups will cover the following areas:

Worship

Education

Pastoral Care
Mission and Outreach
Fabric

Finance
Communication
Social activities

working groups more authority than is currently given by the
Session or the Congregational Board. It is believed that this will

In order to ensure a smooth transition to this new structure, the
Fabric, Finance and Communication working groups are already
up and running.

In March 2009 it is planned that there be a formal Congregational
Meeting to approve the change to our constitution that this will
involve. Following this, the proposal will go to Preshytery for its
approval, which is expected to be received in late Spring or early
Summer 2009. This wil.l all ow
begin under the new structure.

TREASURERGS REPORT

As we approach the end of an artobhus
should not be on financial matters, but on the good news that is often
forgotten at this time. We focus on presents and buying and often
forget why this time isspecial. | t 6s for this reas
give a huge financial account - there will be time ahead for me to do
that - but perhaps you will forgive me if | focus on some of the points

that have come from our accounts this year.

Our income has risen by over 15% for the first three quarters of the
year - which is a marvelous amount when you consider the financial
constraints we are all under at present. Unfortunately, our expenditure
has also risen, with fuel and gas prices having an effect on the Church
as well. In nearly all items of expenditure we have been affected by
rises over and above what we might have expected. Taking into
account the increase in our offerings, however, means that we are still
looking at a projected deficit in the year of around £8,000.

That's the bad news - the good news is that we had budgeted for a
deficit this year and had allowed for this when we carried over positive
balances from previous years. This means that our accounts for the
year will be in the black. It does mean, however, that we will need to
look carefully at what is going to be spent over the next 12 months and
budget for this accordingly. | t 6s al so true that
Development accounts are healthy. | would like, at this time, to take this
opportunity of thanking all those who have so generously donated to
these and reassure everyone that both the Session and the Board are
careful to ensure that the expenditure that comes from these accounts
is correct and entirely within the wishes of those who have given.

I would like also to personally thank everyone for the help and
commitment | have received, not only over the last 12 months but over
the last 3 years. Together | am sure we will continue to spread the

good news of Goddés gospel to eve
but wider abroad as well. I'd like to take the opportunity of wishing

"...Forgive.... because The Lord forgave you"

Colossians 3:13

In a comedy routine Joe complains to Jerry about the irritating habit of a
mutual friend who pokes his finger into people's chests when he speaks
to them. Then Joe shows Jerry a little vial of highly-explosive nitro-
glycerine attached to a string and explains, "This is going around my
neck, hanging over the spot where he sticks his finger. The next time he
does it, he'll pay!"

And so will Joe! Because an eye for an eye becomes a neck for a neck,
a job for a job and a reputation for a reputation!

Paul says, "...forgive....necause The Lord forgave you." Get over it
before it turns into hatred!

Moravian missionaries searched for a word for forgiveness in the
Eskimo language. That's when they discovered
issumagijoujungnainermik, a 24-letter tongue-twister which literally
means "not being able to think about it any more." Genuine forgiveness
is about moving on and refusing to think any more about what
happened.

It's easy to forgive the one-time offender who cuts you up in traffic, but
repeat offenders like Saul who continually pursued and threatened
David, must be turned over to God. You don't have to endorse their
behaviour or pretend it didn't happen. Be merciful but keep your
distance. After confronting Saul, David didn't take him out to dinner. The
Bible says, "...Saul returned home, but David...went up to the
stronghold” (1 Samuel 24:22 NIV) You can forgive the offender without
pursuing a close relationship with him.

Paul writes, "Watch out for those who cause divisions and put obstacles

in your way...Keep away from them" (Romans 16:17 NIV) Forgiveness
isn't foolishness; it's just seeing them through God's eyes.

Not only by praying for the project but buying the cards. The women in the
handicrafts project in Thailand who sew the cards for 90-100 Baht a day, which
is approximately £1.50. This gives the women a little independence to enable
them to have a better standard of living. It takes a whole day to sew one big
card or 3 smaller ones. These cards are not expensive for handmade cards.
Think that you are helping Thai women to have a better life and a special
surprise card for whomever you are sending it to.

They will be on sale in the Haven for the next few weeks | will also have them
on Sunday mornings and at the Guild on 25 November.

A new French translation of the Bible has been selling like hot
cakes - in supermarkets! Since November 2007 over 500,000
copies of Segond2l, a slightly more colloquial version of the
Nouvelle Edition de Geneve, the widely used 1979 version, a
classic translation, have been sold across the French-speaking
world at 0 1 . 5tBe cost of a cup of coffee!

Hypermarket chain Auchan stocked up with 11,000 Bibles and
gave them pride of place in display racks at the end of aisles. It's
been a similar story in other supermarkets. The chain Leclerc saw
500 of the 650 copies it initially bought sell immediately.

The Geneva Bible Society, responsible for producing these Bibles
says that by selling them in supermarkets it is hoped many
people will buy them on impulse.

Let us pray that many do buy on impulse but that they are read
and work in the hearts of the buyers. Pray also for Bibles to be
sold in supermarkets and High Street outlets in other countries,
including the UK.
